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2011 JCE RESULTS SUMMARY

The Junior Certificate Examination (JCE) assesses the achievement of learners who have completed the last three years of the 10-year Basic
Education Programme. The 10-year basic education curriculum blueprint outlines subject specific learning outcomes and skill areas that cut

across all subject areas.
Candidates were examined on 21 syllabuses through 49 written components and 11 course work/practical components. Out of these
syllabuses, 6 were available only for private candidates. The 2011 JCE is the last examination for the curriculum that was implemented in 1996

as part of the implementation of the Revised National Policy on Education. From 2012, candidates will be examined on the revised curriculum

that was implemented in 2010.

A total of 206 school centres and 45 private centres registered candidates for the 2011 JCE. The JCE examination papers were administered

from 7 November to 18 November 2011.
Marking of examination scripts started on 29 November 2011 and was completed on the 16 December 2011.
